Driving to school/Parking:

IMPORTANT: If you drive to school and don’t have a permit, you must park off site. Please do
so sensibly and give consideration to Backwell residents. Do not park in narrow roads, such as

Russett Close and Mulberry Close, as this blocks access for emergency vehicles

e Students may only park a car or motorcycle in school with a valid permit.

e Parking space is extremely limited and permits are only issued to Year 13 students.

e Application forms are available from the Sixth Form office. All applications are reviewed on an
individual basis, with priority given to those living furthest away.

e Do not bring your car onto the school site without a valid permit.
